PURPOSE OF THE JOB
To work within the EYFS team to ensure the highest possible standards of education and care for children - socially, emotionally, physically and educationally. 
To maintain a safe, secure and nurturing environment for the children.
The postholder will support the planning and delivery of high-quality education and care, and take a lead in mentoring students and volunteers.
To follow the Safeguarding policy and all school policies and procedures thereby keeping children safe at all times.

ACCOUNTABLE TO
The post holder is accountable to the Head teacher, Assistant Headteacher EYFS and EYFS Lead.

POLICY AND LEGAL FRAMEWORK
The post holder will contribute to the smooth running of the school by following all policies and procedures including the staff hand book and Staff Code of Conduct and deliver the most recent national legislation, Education Acts, Keeping Children Safe in Education legislation, Prevent requirements, SEN Code of Practice and EYFS Framework.

TASKS AND DUTIES
1.  	Planning
To support the class teachers in planning and preparation of learning activities and sequences of learning appropriate to the needs, interests, experience and existing knowledge of the children in the class.
Where appropriate, plan and deliver engaging, age-appropriate activities including interventions aligned with the EYFS framework and children’s individual targets.
        
2. 	Supporting learning and development
To interact effectively with children to support development in their learning and language development. 
To engage in learning activities with groups or individual children having regard for the requirements of the Early Years Foundation Stage curriculum.
To support children to develop the characteristics of effective learning. 
To support with the identification of SEND and the learning and development of children with SEND, through inclusive practice - implementing strategies and working towards individual targets as advised by the SENCO or external professionals. 
To lead on delivering interventions for children in Nursery and Reception under the direction of the SENCO or EYFS AHT.

3. 	Observation, assessment and recording
To observe and assess children’s learning; recording their development and planning activities and next steps in response to this. 

4.       Key worker responsibilities
Act as a key person for a defined group of individual children providing each child with continuity of care throughout the child’s time at the setting, in partnership with their parent/carers:
· Develop a caring and secure relationship with each key child.
· Help each key child to become familiar with and confident in the setting.
· Look after each key child’s care and welfare needs e.g. dressing, toilet training, and eating, sleeping, being comforted.
· Build trusted relationships with each key child’s parents/carers, ensuring there are regular opportunities to share information on the child’s development at home and in the setting.
· Support each child’s individual learning journey through on-going observation, assessment and planning in partnership with parents/carers and the class teacher.
· Working with the class teacher to complete reviews of the key child, in partnership with multi-agency colleagues and parents/carers, as appropriate (e.g.transition records).

5. 	Relationships and Behaviour Management
To promote and support positive attitudes for learning and a calm, nurturing learning environment through positive behaviour management strategies and trauma informed practice. 
To model and promote care and respect for others amongst children in your care supporting children to develop self-regulation and social interaction skills.

6. 	Communication with parents
To build and maintain cooperative relationships with parents, and to communicate regularly with them regarding pupils’ well being, learning and progress.

7. 	Learning environment
To work with the EYFS team to maintain an attractive and stimulating learning environment inside and outside including setting up to a high standard every day and celebrating and documenting children’s work through display, in accordance with the school’s display policy.

8. 	Policies
To actively follow all policies and take part in whole-school reviews of policies and policies as required.

9. 	Reflection and Review
To evaluate and reflect on own practice and take on board advice given from observations and monitoring, and act accordingly to address targets given.
To actively participate in supervision and staff performance management procedures.

10. 	Professional
To keep-up-to-date with current educational thinking and practice, through participation in CPD, training and meetings.
To work collegiately with the EYFS team and the wider school team maintaining professional and productive working relationships. 
To mentor new support staff, students and volunteers, and contribute to ongoing professional development within the team.

11. 	Equalities
To help ensure the environment, learning activities and resources reflect school policies relating to inclusion, equalities and diversity and that the implications of these policies are reflected in all tasks and duties listed above.

PERSONAL RESPONSIBILITIES
1. To use information technology systems as required following the school’s policy for safe use of IT and pupil’s use of IT;
